1. The River House 301 Georgia Avenue
The home was built in 1915 and is was reopened as a restaurant named B.C. Davenport, Mrs. Davenport was the first female to serve on city council. It now operates as the River House restaurant.

2. Fearey Home 302 Georgia Avenue
This home was built in 1900 for jeweler John H. Fearey, and changed hands two years later at his death. Several families have called it home during the last one hundred years. From 1999 until 2007, the North Augusta Chamber of Commerce called it home.

 
3. Berry Benson Home 309 West Avenue
The home of legendary Civil War sharpshooter originally stood on Georgia Avenue. After serving throughout the conflict and never surrendering his rifle, Berry Benson returned here to live. His statue stands above the four generals at the top of the monument of Broad Street, in neighboring Augusta, Georgia. Benson worked in Augusta as an accountant. He is buried at Sunset Hill Cemetery in North Augusta.

4. First Schoolhouse of North Augusta 415 West Avenue
In 1898, a meeting was held to discuss education. Three hundred dollars was raised and a school built here. Thirteen students were taught by Miss Nina Verdery. By 1900 there were twenty students with Professor Shecut as principal and Miss Verdery as his assistant. A lot on Georgia Avenue was purchased and the foundation of a new school building was laid in 1901. The original building on West Avenue is a beautifully restored home and antique shop.

5. James C. Bush Home 109 W. Pine Grove Avenue
This home was built in 1902 for Miss Ella Spivey. James and Lena Bush moved into the house in 1920. Mrs. Bush lived here until her death in 1998, her daughter Jeanette continues to live here. The colors of the home remain the same today, yellow with green shutters. The original house had six rooms, each with a fireplace. A small building next to the house, serves as a flower shop. Bush Flower Shop is the oldest North Augusta business operated continuously by the same family.

6. Douglas Home 708 Carolina Avenue
This spacious Victorian home was built in 1903 for the Hulse family. John and Virginia Douglas acquired the home in 1962. Featuring a Victorian staircase from a large entry and pocket doors on the ground floor. 

7. Trimmier Home 804 West Avenue
Eleanor Trimmier met Dr. William Woodward here. They later married, and became the parents of gifted and award winning actress Joanne Woodward, wife of Paul Newman.

8. Sesame Lodge1008 West Avenue
This home was built in 1902 by Civil War veteran and courier of General Wade Hampton, Budd C. Wall. It was designed by his daughter and is now on the National Register of Historic Places. The Sesame Lodge took overflow from the Hampton Terrace Hotel, offering a place where "less formal folk can feel more comfortable."

9. Katherine Randall Home 1016 West Avenue
Built in 1914 for Katherine Hammond Randall, widow of James Ryder Randall, author of "Maryland, My Maryland" and long time editor of the Augusta Chronicle.

10. Boatwright Tea Room 1106 Carolina Avenue
Constructed about the same time as the Hampton Terrace Hotel, early 1900's. Mrs. Boatwright ran the tea room for several years. It was a popular gathering place since it was situated just across the street from the station where hotel guests boarded the streetcar.

11. Sunshine Cottage 125 Butler Avenue
Mr. and Mrs. Howard Carson were frequent guest of the Hampton Terrace Hotel. After a fire destroyed the grand hotel, they built Sunshine Cottage . The cottage was bequeathed by Mr. Carson, to the library in the name of his wife, Nancy. Fifty years later, Mr. Al Lafavor purchased and restored the home.

12. Salley House 1141 Georgia Avenue
Built around 1905 on land that had been a part of the Star of Edgefield plantation. Influenced by the Queen Anne style the house has a multi-gabled rood and oriel window with diamond paned transoms.

13. Star Of Edgefield 111 Butler Avenue
This plantation house was built buy Robert Butler prior to the Civil War, it was to replace an earlier home which burned. To avoid another such catastrophe, Mr. Butler planned a structure of great strength. Hand made bricks were used to build the walls, some up to two and a half feet thick. From the cupola Robert Butler could view the plantation all the way down to the Savannah River. The iron work on the porches were shipped from England through the union blockade of Charleston. Some crepe myrtles are reputed to be older than the house.

14. Palmetto Lodge Butler and Georgia Avenue
The owners of the Hampton Terrace Hotel built the lodge also. It became a private home when it was purchased by the John Herberts of New York, and named Palmetto Lodge. The house was occupied by various families after the Herberts. The most notable was writer, Edison Marshall.

15. Pine Heights 1117 Georgia Avenue
From 1900-1916, Pine Heights was a sanitarium. It was also used for Hampton Terrace Hotel guests and later in the 1920's it was rented for the Detroit Tigers spring training. This was during the time that Ty Cobb was the team manager. The second of the two building complex was destroyed by fire in 1983. Today, Pine Heights is owned by Dr. Joe Holt and houses his Family Center.

16. Ruland Tea Room124 W. Arlington Heights
Mrs. Emory Platt Ruland ran the tea room, which flourished at the time of the Hampton Terrace Hotel and for some years after a fire destroyed the hotel in 1916. Presently, it is a private residence.

17. Morning Glory 914 Carolina Avenue
Built in 1908 for Jacob Phinizy. Dr. J. Thurmond III and his wife Beverly purchased the home after moving from another restored home across the street. Dr. Thurmond's medical practice is housed at the Berry Benson home; #3 on this tour.

18. Knox Avenue 819 Georgia Avenue
This home was built around 1917 and was the long time home of Mr. Paul Knox and his wife Katherine. Mr. Know was the superintendent of North Augusta schools.

19. Lookaway Hall Forest Avenue
Rumor has it that James U. Jackson and his brother Walter either flipped a coin or cut cards to determine who would build on this lot. Walter won. Lookway Hall was built here about 1895 with it's beautiful panoramic view of Georgia Avenue. It is presently a bed and breakfast Inn and on the National Register of Historic Places.

20. Rosemary Hall 804 Carolina Avenue
In 1902, James U. Jackson, founder of North Augusta built this magnificent home. The English staircase is on of the homes outstanding features. It is presently a bed and breakfast Inn and on the National Register of Historic Places.
